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HAMPSHIRE SENIOR RESTRICTED TOURNAMENT

Supported by Williams, Hopper & Bell

Held at The Westgate Badminton Centre, 25th/26th September,2010 

At the start of this annual event, Diana Troke, County Chairman and Tournament Referee, lead those present in a minute’s quiet reflection following the death after a battle against cancer, of Vanessa Darlington, wife of Trevor who had won the Men’s Doubles title the previous year. Our thoughts were never far from him and his family in the hours which followed.

It has been a long time since we had 32 competitors in the Men’s Singles, but that was the size of it this year. Inevitably there were far fewer Ladies trying their luck, but the Doubles events were well supported and the whole weekend was busy, competitive and friendly, with a good sized crowd of players, families and supporters warmly applauding the play.

Friday evening was devoted to getting the Singles events up to and including the Quarter-finals, so there was no time to start the Plate events for first round losers. These had to wait until lunchtime on Saturday.

The first round of Men’s Singles matches usually are straight-sets wins for the stronger players. Not this year. Six of the 16 matches went to three close sets and only five games had single-figure scores! There were no surprises in the results however, with all but one of the seeded players progressing to round 2, most with two set wins. Only Alex Smith went out, beaten by Craig Muir, who then lost in the next round to Kelvin Latimer. The Quarter-final line-up featured the 7 remaining seeds plus Kelvin. Number 1 seed and defending champion Ben Tier beat Kelvin 21-11 21-10, Adam Rickenbach (3/4 seed) accounted for Yue Hang Wang 21-19 21-14, Martin Ventham (also 3/4 seed) retired injured in his match with Simon Broomfield which ended 13-21 21-12 17-7 rtd, and Ben Muir (No. 2 seed) had a convincing victory over Nick Ward 21-12 21-9.The next morning Ben Tier won a titanic battle with Adam by 12-21 21-15 21-15 and Ben Muir had an easier passage against Simon 21-16 21-18. This set the scene for the battle of the Bens. The previous weekend Ben M had beaten Ben T in Cornwall, so much pride was at stake. After two hard sets, one to each of them, Ben T emerged a clear winner in the final set, winning the title by a margin of 21-19 16-21 21-13. See their photo on the front cover of this Newsletter.
While all this was going on, 10 Ladies were competing for the Ladies’ Singles title. The pick of the 1st round matches saw Beulah Moody beat Sarah Stannett in a close encounter by 16-21 21-15 21-18.In the Quarter-finals top seed and defending champion Jo Dix beat Sitara Bali 21-11 21-7, Helena Cable defeated 14 year-old Melissa Stride 21-11 21-16, Anna Showan eliminated Beulah by 21-11 21-18 and No 2 seed Josie Latimer proved too strong and agile for Sarah Burgess, winning by 21-15 21-18. The next morning Jo had a convincing win over Helena 21-9 21-13, but Anna put up a good fight before going down to Josie by 21-14 22-24 21-19. Perhaps this took its toll on Josie because she then lost the Final to Jo by the margin of 21-12 21-14. 


The Ladies’ Singles Plate event had only four contestants. The semi-finals were relatively uneventful, with Sitara Bali defeating Laura Woodward 21-8 21-14 and Sophia Rapacioli having a sterner test in overcoming Sarah Stannett 21-16 12-21 21-16. But the Final was a real cliffhanger. It was Sitara who emerged the victor by 18-21 27-25 21-17 to win the pair of socks kindly donated by Rackets Plus. She probably needed them after that long match!

Mark Peckham had entered the Men’s Singles with the ambition
 of being, at 52 years old, the oldest first round winner in the 
history of the event. He missed out on that by losing to 
Harry Wilkinson 21-16 22-20. So he was a man on a 
mission in the Plate event. His 1st round victim was Andrew 
Stride. Mark knew just enough to work his wiles on the way 
to a 21-19 21-19 victory. Tom Kent made him work even 
harder in the 2nd round, Mark pressed on, winning by 21-16 
14-21 21-11. This brought him to the semi-final and a match 
against Colin Henderson, who had had already had two 3-set 
matches to get this far. The victory went to Mark by a margin 
of 21-12 19-21 21-16. Meanwhile Chris Smith had had a 
relatively easy route to the Final. He had had a walkover 
against Kieran Dix, a 3-setter against Yip Lieu and a close 
2-setter against Alex Brighton. By now Mark was on a roll. 
He beat Chris by 21-14 21-19, probably realising that letting 
the match go to 3 ends might be pushing his luck just a bit 
too far…  He was rewarded with the Rackets Plus donated 
socks (well, he’d run his old ones off, hadn’t he?), with a 
special Certificate of Achievement presented by Diana Troke 
and with a standing ovation from all present.     
The Men’s Doubles attracted an entry of 17 pairs, including the welcome return to the County of John Hepworth, seeded at No.1 with Andy Penn, and a strong newcomer Dan Corby, brother of the injured Matt who played for Hampshire 1st team last season. Dan played with Chris Evans and was seeded at No.2. Competition was strong although only three of the matches went to 3 sets. One of these saw the elimination of “young” Mark Peckham and partner Neil Potter by Ben Muir and Wa Sonsin by 21-13 20-22 21-18. All four seeded pairs reached their appointed slots in the semi-finals. Steve Smith and Chris Shepperd proved more than a match for John and Andy, winning by 21-16 21-19. Chris Evans and Dan Corby were too strong for Alex Ferguson and James Todd, running out winners by 21-8 21-19. The tense Final was edged by Chris and Dan by 21-18 21-18. Good as it was to see Chris retain his Doubles title, we all felt saddened by the fact of Trevor Darlington’s absence in such tragic circumstances. We look forward to welcoming you back when you are ready, Trevor.


With only ten pairs in The Ladies’ Doubles we were soon through to the Semi-finals. No.1 seeds Sarah Burgess and Kelly Holdway took out Josie Latimer and Anna Showan 21-10 21-13, while No.2 seeds Jo Dix and Jenny Crump defeated Hannah Littlecott and Charmaine Webb 21-18 21-10. After a slow start Jo and Jenny gained momentum and ran out winners over Sarah and Kelly, who was hampered by a thigh strain, by 15-21 21-11 21-14. 

There were 18 pairs entered in the final event of the 
weekend, the Mixed Doubles, but one seeded pair, 
Chris Evans and Kelly Holdway, had to withdraw due 
to Kelly’s injury. The first three rounds were all 2-set 
matches with no close results. Top seeds Chris 
Shepperd and Jo Dix progressed smoothly into the 
Final, defeating Steve Smith and Charmaine Webb, 
who had eliminated the 3/4 seeds Andy Penn and 
Anna Showan in the Quarter-finals, by 21-11 21-16 
in the semi-final. In the bottom half of the draw Ben 
Tier and Sarah Burgess eased their way to the Final 
without dropping a set either, accounting for Ben Muir 
and Josie Latimer, Simon and Alyssia Broomfield and 
James Todd and Jenny Crump along the way. With the 
score in the Final tied at one set all Jo unfortunately 
turned her ankle and needed several minutes’ 
treatment before she was able to continue. The title 
went to Ben and Sarah 21-12 16-21 21-16.
When the last shuttle had landed and the trophies and prize money had been presented to the winners and runners-up by Trevor Shanks, our new President and 1st Team Manager, Mark Peckham and his team of Selectors retired to the Bar to put the finishing touches to their Nominations for 1st and 2nd County Teams for the coming season. You can see the results of their deliberations below.

I would like to thank: the players, who entered in goodly numbers (and mainly on time), who played with great spirit and stayed around to encourage each other; my fellow Tournament Committee members, Diana (Referee) and Graham Troke, and Claire and Colin Byford; the Selectors for their attendance and careful consideration; Margaret Houlton for keeping us all fed and watered throughout the event. We are very fortunate in Hampshire to have a strong team of volunteers working hard behind the scenes to make things happen.

There were a couple of changes from the originally selected team for this first weekend’s matches.

Matthew Corby was still on the injured list while Kelly Holdway was a late cry off early in the week.  There was no replacement for Matthew but Anna Showan travelled to help the girls out either in singles or doubles as necessary.

The first match was against Yorkshire 2nd team. We soon led 3/1 with Ben Muir, on his debut for the 1st team, beating Chris Allen 21/16, 21/14 at second singles. Jo Dix and Josie Latimer followed by beating Chloe Birch and Steffi Clarke 21/19, 21/15 and 21/13, 21/14 respectively. After a great start by winning his first game 21/18 against Ian Mercer, Ben Tier unfortunately felt ill and lost the next two games 21/10, 21/12. We won both men’s doubles to increase our lead. Dan Corby, making his debut for Hampshire, playing with Chris Evans beat Alex Fowler/Ian Woolway in 3 sets having had a match point in the second. The third game was also very close before our heroes emerged winners 21/18, 29/22, 23/21. A new second pairing of Ben Tier, who had recovered sufficiently enough to continue playing and Adam Richenbach combined well to take the second men’s doubles 21/17, 21/12.

We shared the ladies’ doubles. Jenny Crump, our third newcomer, and Josie Latimer beat Sue Barber/Sophie Brown 15/21, 21/17, 21/13 to take the No.1 doubles but Sarah Burgess and Anna Showan lost 21/7, 21/14 to Jenny Day/Sarah Panesar. 6/2 going into the Mixed.

Chris Evans and Sarah Burgess lost their first game 21/14 to Alex Fowler/Jenny Day, won the second 21/18 to level the scoring and just lost the third 22/20. Dan Corby/Jo Dix won their first game against Ian Woolway/Sue Barber, lost their way in the second to go down easily 21/10 before taking the final game 21/12 to complete a 7/ 3 victory.
A good start to the campaign. Our afternoon opponents Buckinghamshire had drawn 5/5 with Worcestershire so we were hopeful of another reasonable result while our Sunday opponents Leinster had achieved an 8/2 win over a poor Lancashire team.. Surrey 2nd team headed the table having had an easy 9/1 victory over Kent. We were in 3rd position, level with Avon who had also won 7/3. 

To allow time for Ben Tier to recover Ben Muir was moved to 1st singles to play Stuart Burnett as the first game in the match against Buckinghamshire. The first set was close Ben losing 23/21, he took the second 21/12 and the third 21/13 for a fine victory to start us on our way. Adam Richenbach, at No.2, beat Jamie Kilgariff 21/16, 21/23, 21/18. Another fine nail biting victory. Josie Latimer took over the Ladies No. 1 spot for us and had a relative easy 21/18, 21/15 win over Toni Blake. Anna Showan, making her debut for us as a singles player, lost in three tense sets, 21/13, 20/22, 21/14 to Raveesha Fernando   Dan and Chris lost 21/17, 21/15 to the opposition first pair, Arthur Cheung and Jurgen Van Leweeurn but Adam and Ben Tier soon had us back on track with a 21/13, 21/19 victory over Stuart Burnett/Jamie Kilgariff. We won both ladies doubles.  Jo and Sarah gave us a few worrying moments before overcoming Sam Andrews/Alyssa Lim 21/23, 21/11, 22/20 while Jenny and Josie disposed of Carly Wright/Raveesha Fernando in two games 24/22, 21/18.  

The Mixed games were divided. Chris and Sarah lost 22/20, 21/17 to Arthur Cheung/Alyssa Lim  but Dan and Jo beat Jurgen Van Leweeurn/Sam Andrews 21/9, 18/21, 21/15 to complete another 7/3 victory.
A 9/1 win against Kent left Leinster equal 1st in the table with Surrey 2nds, who had beaten Lancashire 8/2. With both these teams on 17 points we were third on 14. Tomorrow we were to play leaders Leinster. That should be an interesting encounter    

One of the Leinster men was Mark Topping, who along with his brother Bruce had played for Hampshire for a couple of years in the 1990s.  It was very nice to meet him again. 

Ben Tier having enjoyed a good meal the previous evening wanted to play singles again so faced the strong Irish international Scott Evans at 1st singles and unfortunately lost 21/4, 21/11. Ben Muir accounted for his opponent, Niall Tierney, at 2nd singles with a fine 3 set victory 21/18, 13/21, 21/18.  Josie and Anna both won their singles. Josie beat Jenny King 21/10, 21/17 while Anna had a well fought 21/15, 21/17 win against Kirsty Kelly. (Would an Irish team ever be complete without a Kelly?). Dan and Chris easily accounted for the opposition 1st pair, Eddie Cousins/Mark Topping 21/17, 21/15 while Ben Tier and Adam had a similarly easy passage beating David Gannon/Joe Ledwidge 21/13, 21/8. The Leinster 1st ladies’ pair, Karen Bing and Jenny King beat Jo and Sarah 21/14, 21/16 but Jenny and Josie, having had a match point in the second game, finally beat sisters Pauline and Fiona Glennon 21/16, 20/22, 21/18 to leave us with a 6/2 lead going into the mixed. Affiliations
As you will know, the annual ritual of paying Affiliation Fees to Badminton England and to Hampshire BA was delayed for one month this year to give us all a chance to get ourselves organized and work out who was actually re-joining our club this season. The Vision Membership website has been improved and I for one have found it easier to complete the Club Membership Renewal process than it was last year. About half of the clubs in Hampshire have now been processed by Badminton England and the County part of the fees have arrived back with us. To those who have responded so well – Many Thanks!
However, this means that half our clubs have not yet completed the process – or Badminton England have yet to complete the processing. You probably know if your club has not yet paid up. I cannot stress too strongly how important it is that you, as Officers of your Club, make sure that all your members are in good standing with the National Governing body and with ourselves. Increasingly clubs are finding that they need to be able to produce evidence that they are covered by the Insurance afforded by Affiliation. In an increasingly litigious society it makes sense for each member to carry insurance cover in case of accidents.
